Cast iron plates drilling

It is possible to drill holes in cast iron with a standard drill and a steel drill bit. The diameter of
the hole must be 11 mm in order to allow for expansion during use of the fireplace. The 2 holes
will be positioned 5 cm from the upper edge and 5 cm from the outer edge.
